Snow conditions affect plowing and salting time.
Operators strive to get the streets to a safe driv-
able condition as soon as they can.

The Village of Monee’s policy is to have major ar-
terial roads plowed within 12 hours after a major
storm, secondary collector roads plowed within
24 hours, and residential streets plowed within 36
hours.

- Police Chief’s Corner

In the last few years, our traffic vol-
ume has been on a continual uptick.
[-57 is the primary route for getting
in and out of our growing commercial
area, and with most of the east-west
traffic converging on Monee-Man-
hattan Road, the area has become
gridlocked during the peak hours.

Amazon is the largest employer in
the area and obviously contributes
greatly to the congestion and traffic
incidents. Shift changes around the
5 pm -7 pm traffic rush is usual-
ly someplace you should avoid, if
possible.

The holiday season and ‘Prime’ time
keeps Amazon shifts at full speed
and often brings in additional staffing.

During certain times of the year,
you may see the Will County Sheriffs
Police or our Monee Officers work-
ing in the Amazon lot and directing
traffic along Monee-Manhattan Road
through the peak hours. Amazon
management takes the extra step to
pay for these officers on contract to
improve traffic flow and safety.

When you’re sitting in traffic and
not sure how long it’'s going to take
you to clear the area, all that effort
probably doesn’t seem to matter.
There are numerous contributing
factors, including the rapid growth
of the area, and the popularity of the
Monee I-57 interchange.

Between Kankakee and Chicago,
our exit ramps and numerous gas
and food vendors keep the area bus-
tling twenty-four hours a day. The
interchange was not designed for the

traffic we are now seeing.

Our Village officials have been
very aggressive in working with Will
County and the lllinois Department of
Transportation to seek out improve-
ments and alternatives.

There is progress on all fronts
as the County works to expand
Monee-Manhattan Road and IDOT
acknowledges the need for serious
renovation of the entire interchange.
The unfortunate part is that ‘prog-
ress’ never comes as quickly as we’d
like, and it can be a painful venture
when construction begins.

But it is good to know our state
and county partners are joining us at
the table. Hopefully, we can keep an
obsolete infrastructure from inhibiting
our place as a future leader in South
Suburban commerce while maintain-
ing our hometown atmosphere.

The last, but not least important,
part of the I-57 puzzle is safety. Our
traffic crash count has increased
dramatically over the last five years.

Specifically, in the area of 57 and
Monee-Manhattan Road. Inci-
dences of road rage and hit and run
crashes are rising annually.

We make an effort through high
visibility and strict enforcement. We
have an impact... we need more.

So, please be patient, alter your
routes when possible, and always
call 911 when the other guy just has
to act a fool...

e Keep our children safe.
Please keep in mind plow driv-
ers often cannot see children
on the plow hills.

We know they look fun, but
they can cause serious injuries
or even a fatality. Educating our
children where to play in the

hazards.

e Avoid placing your garbage
cans in the street when plows
are out.

¢ Avoid placing your snow to
the west side of your driveway
will minimize potential drifting
in your drive since the wind
typically out of the west.

® Do not shovel snow onto
the street. Actually, clearing
the snow along the curb up
the street will reduce the snow
being pushed by the plow and
minimize the amount deposited
at the end of your driveway.

® Your mail carrier will also
appreciate it if you keep your
mailbox accessible

Please remember never to
park on the streets with 2” of

snow safely is best.
