Prior registration is
mandatory by August 1%, 2025

*NO RUMMAGE OR MANUFACTURED ITEMS WILL BE ALLOWED.

*There will be NO RAIN DATE. NO REFUNDS.

*We cannot accept post-dated checks

*Entry deadline is August 1%, 2025.

*No vendor at the Pooch-a-Palooza Crafter has an exclusive on the crafts sold. We will do our best to not

place like vendors next to each other. No Guarantees thank you.

*The Craft Show is held OUTDOORS *If a participant wishes to leave early, Staff or Volunteers will NOT be
responsible for items in your booth if left unattended or help you take items to your vehicle.

*No Vehicles will be allowed on the park grounds at any time. Including set up/break down during event
hours.

*The size of your booth space is approximately 10’x10’. Crafters are responsible for providing their own
display materials, tents or canopies which must be free standing. No stakes are allowed. Weighted anchors
are recommended. Examples of weighted anchors are cinder blocks, 5-gallon buckets or jug filled with water.
*There is no access to electricity.

*Crafters must provide their own tables and chairs.

*The Monee Parks & Recreation Department expects participants to carry liability insurance for their own
protection. Crafters are not covered under any Village insurance including worker’s compensation, medical,
liability, etc

*Crafters retain all proceeds from sales and are responsible for collecting and reporting any/all sales tax.
*Vendors may not conduct any raffles etc. without a Village Raffle Permit

*No Crafter may give away, distribute or sell any food, beverages or water. If you have food samplings (i.e.
dips, salsa) please call Will County Board of Health for a food vendor application and more information.

* Local Law enforcement and Event staff will be available throughout the day and evening, however, they are
not responsible to watch or police your booth. Displays left unattended or left out are done so at the
participant’s own risk.

*Trash receptacles will be located throughout the Event site but they may not be brought into individual
booths. Spaces must be free of any litter/unsold items at the end of the Event.

*The Monee Parks & Recreation Dept. will be advertising Pooch-a-Palooza in various ways, however you too
can do your part to bring more people to the event.
